ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR APPLICANTS WITHIN THE EURASIA SCHEME

General requirements for all the applicants:

1. All the applicants must be registered as active students at one of our partner institutions. This applies to the following institutions (applications from other institutions will not be processed):


Ivane Javakhishvili Tblisi State University (Georgia)
Namagan Institute of Engineering and Economics, NIEE, (Uzbekistan)
Tajik Technical University, TTU (Tajikistan)

2. Proper Documentation: all documents must be officially certified copies of transcripts, certificates etc. in the original language and authorised translations of these if the original documents are not in English. 

English Proficiency

Applicants who are not native English speakers must document their proficiency in English by passing one of the following tests:

• TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) with a minimum score of 550 (213 if computer-based, 80 if internet based)

• IELTS (International English Language Testing System) with a minimum score of 6.0 

The test results should not be more than 2 years.


Academic Requirements

Candidates should have the following basic qualifications:

Who may apply:

Students with two or three years of studies at university level within relevant Engineering programmes are welcome to apply for a 10 months exchange study at Ostfold University College as part of their home degree. The studies are organised as a combination of lectures, practical problem-solving seminar and laboratory work.

Scholarships

Each student receives the same amount of money as a Norwegian student would do in an equivalent educational program. The amount is NOK 90 800 for one year (10 months). The scholarship is meant to cover living expenses, including accommodation, throughout the academic year. In addition travel costs will be covered up to NOK 10 000.
