ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR APPLICANTS WITHIN THE QUOTA SCHEME

General requirements for all the applicants:

1. All the applicants must be registered as active students at one of our partner institutions.
2. Applicants must apply directly from their home country and must have stayed at least one year

in their home country directly prior to the planned course of study at the Norwegian university/

university college.


3. Proper Documentation: all documents must be officially certified copies of certificates, diplomas,

transcripts etc. in the original language and authorised translations of these if the original documents

are not in English. 

English Proficiency

Applicants who are not native English speakers must document their proficiency in English by

passing one of the following tests:

• TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) with a minimum score of 550 (213 if computer-

based, 80 if internet based)

• IELTS (International English Language Testing System) with a minimum score of 6.0 

The test results should not be more than 2 years.

Note: applicants from South Africa are exempt from this language requirement.

Academic Requirements

Candidates should have the following basic qualifications:

1. Applicants to Master in Computer Science (2-year program, 120 ECTS credits):

Who may apply:

For the Master degree program in Computer Science, the minimum requirement is four years of study at university level within Computer Science, i.e. minimum Bachelor's degree level (or equivalent).

2. Applicants to the International Business Program (1-year program, 60 ECTS credits):

Who may apply:

The International Business Program is the third and final year of a bachelor’s degree in Business Administration. The minimum requirement is three years of study at university level within Business Administration (methodology, behavioural science, economics, business and finance).

Students who follow the International Business Program can apply to be awarded a bachelor degree from our Institution – Bachelor of Business Administration- in addition to the student’s home degree. The program focuses on global finance, economics, marketing and communication.

Admission procedures

to Østfold University College (see the address below). Please also enclose a Curriculum Vitae and a Statement of Motivation.


Admission to the Quota Scheme is highly competitive and meeting the minimum requirements

is no guarantee for enrolment. Please refer to the International Office at the Østfold University College for more detailed information about admission requirements.



Scholarships

The Norwegian State Educational Loan Fund (Statens Lånekasse) is responsible for managing the

financial support provided for the Quota students. Each student receives the same amount of

money as a Norwegian student would do in an equivalent educational program. The amount is approximately NOK 90 400 per year (2011/12). The scholarship is meant to cover living

expenses throughout the academic year. About 30 per cent of the amount is given as a grant and 70 per cent as a loan. However, the loan portion is waived when the student returns to his/her home country after completing the course of study.

Additional financing

Travelling expenses for entry into Norway can be reimbursed (fixed price). Students can apply

for one annual home visit if the educational program lasts more than one year, as well as financial

support for travelling expenses for field work during the course of study. When the student

returns home within 3 months after finishing the course, the cost of travelling home is covered by

the Norwegian State Educational Loan Fund.
