Dear colleagues! 

The National Academy for Public Administration under the President of Ukraine together with the Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University, the Institute for Economics and Forecasting of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, the Institute of Social and Political Psychology of the National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine, Ukrainian Technological Academy, Ukrainian Society of Promotion for Social Innovation invite scholars to join 7th International Theoretical and Methodological Seminar “Archetypes and Public Administration: Challenges and Risks of Social Transformation” in the framework of the initiatives by the Ukrainian School of Archetypes.
This year's contest programme framework is associated with the idea that social transformation and political modernization of the late 20th – early 21st centuries do not necessarily coincide with the model of “Western exemplar” that arose at the time of the Great Depression during 1930-1940s of the 21st century. Modern political life of the countries of the second wave of transformation leads to the appearance of new socio-economic and socio-political forms of social organization. Conflict intensity of political simulations becomes more and more pronounced, especially the one revealed by the countries of the former Soviet Union. Social and transformational process is noted by a number of new phenomena of the “converted democracy” or “democracy of the chameleons”. It seems that the current political modernization is fed by not only universals of institutional matrix and archetypes of the collective unconscious, but the specific manifestations of conscious and unconscious in different space-time implementations of socio-cultural nature of the national public entities. However, growing challenges and threats to global, regional and social integrity and security, which take effect in the context of the formation of post-modern realities of the modern world, significantly alter the traditional notions about the nature and factors of social and state development. Under these conditions, the most sensitive to the socio-transformation process is a matter of balance between the growth rate of socio-political, socio-economic and other socio-cultural forms of expression of institutional activity (freedom) of citizens and potential of the playback of psychosocial (archetypal) nature of the social reforms. This balance – between institutional form and psychological content – In fact, provides a mode of sustainable development of the society.
The purpose of the event is in unification of the interdisciplinary efforts of scholars working in different fields of social and humanitarian knowledge on solving of the archetype based methodology of theoretical and practical problems of modern public administration, related to challenges and risks arising in the context of social and transformational change.

for the structure and style of the research article

1. Structure of the research article:

Surname, name and patronymic name of the author, academic degree, academic title, position, place of work, the title of the article, extended abstract (up to 800-1000 characters with spaces), keywords.
The above mentioned information is supplied in separate blocks in Ukrainian, Russian and English languages before the article. The quality of the English translation of the abstract to the article is determined by the editorial board.

The following aspects of the article should be marked:

· The problem definition (description of the problem being analyzed in general and its connection with important academic or practical tasks).

· Analysis of the recent publications on the problem and definition of the earlier unsolved parts of the general problem.

· Formulation of the objectives – Goals of the article.

· Presentation of the main material of the research with full validation of the received research results.

· Conclusions and recommendations for further research.

· References to no less than 10 sources in original languages.

2. Style of the research article

· titles of the structural parts of the article are marked in bold type;

· references to the used materials, factual and statistic data are obligatory;

· secondary quotation is not permitted;

· only generally accepted symbols to be used in the formulas;

· tables, figures and diagrams should be numbered, have a title and duplicated in a separate file;

· A4 page size, font Times New Roman, font size 14, 1,5 line spacing; margins – 2 cm on all sides;

· size of the article – 20 thousand characters with spaces.
