A
BACKGROUND 
By offering participation in international law Moot competitions TSU Faculty of Law provides a select group of TSU law faculty students with the opportunity to prepare and conduct a mock case before an international tribunal. Each team will have a coach, and the program funds (to the extent possible) for  travel and accommodation expenses associated with the competition.

Participating in an international moot team is a very rewarding experience, but is also demanding. All applicants should bear in mind that each Moot is a serious commitment vis-à-vis the faculty, the coaches, other team members and all the people who support the team. Applicants are expected to understand the magnitude of the time commitment involved, which may require adjusting your work, internship and/or extra-curricular schedules. 
If you are selected for one of the international moot teams, you will be precluded from taking part in any other mooting or advocacy competition over the same period. 
Students selected for any team will receive from 6-10 academic credits for participation, depending on the Moot, which will be counted towards fall or spring semester, to be specified later.

ELIGIBILITY & SELECTION PROCESS
Eligibility

· Any full-time student of the TSU Faculty of Law is eligible to apply. However, it should be noted, that such international moot court competitions are most appropriate for 3rd or 4th year students, or students pursuing their masters’ degree.
· No student who has been licensed to practice law is eligible to participate.
Selection Criteria
· All the announced competitions are conducted in English language and the expected level of command of English language (both written and oral) is of a high standard.

· Prior knowledge of the subject matter is not mandatory (for the interview). However, it is helpful if you have studied Public International Law (for Jessup and Telders), International Criminal Law (for the ICC). In the second round of selection, students will be expected to have understanding and knowledge of the assigned topics. 
· All aspects of a TSU student’s record are considered and final team selection and composition depends on many factors, including: awareness in the subject matter, command of English language, enthusiasm and determination, demonstrated research and advocacy skills.
Selection Procedure
TSU Students will be selected as a result of a two-tier selection process: First, all students who will apply will be invited for an interview on 25 July, 2014. Thereafter, the shortlisted students will be given an assignment, which will differ for each Moot, and depending on the type of assignment the second round of selection will take place in September, 2014.

COMPETITIONS
Jessup International Law Moot Court Competition (4 students)
The Jessup Moot competition is the largest and most prestigious public international law moot competition in the world. 
Participants will first compete in the Georgian National Rounds held in Supreme Court of Georgia, with eminent scholars and practitioners acting as judges. Only if TSU team will win the National Rounds the participants will proceed to the International Rounds to be held in Washington DC in April 2015. 

Preparation for and participation in the Jessup Moot takes place during the period of September-March 2015. The problem always involves at least four complex issues, and takes the form of a memorial as submitted before the International Court of Justice.

Telders International Law Moot Court Competition (4 students)
Telders International Law Moot Court Competition held by Grotius Centre for International Legal Studies (Campus The Hague, Leiden University) is the most prestigious moot court competition in public international law in Europe. 
The moot involves a fictitious dispute between two states. The competition takes place and is a simulation of  International Court of Justice. Each student-team has to represent the states substantively both in writing and through pleadings. The active involvement of judges from the real International Court of Justice, the Iran-United States Claims Tribunal, ad hoc Tribunals, professors of law and ambassadors schooled in international law guarantee the high intellectual standards of the Competition and its prestige. 
The problem will be released in October 2014. Competition is divided into two stages. During the first stage which lasts between October – January the contestants write their submissions. During the second and final stage in April, there will be oral proceedings against four other teams at the Peace Palace before the International Court in The Hague.

ICC Trial Competition (5 students)
The International Criminal Law Network (ICLN) has developed the ICC Trial Competition. The ICC Trial Competition is unique in its direct focus on ICC proceedings and international criminal law. In 2011, the International Criminal Court also recognized the ICLN ICC Trial Competition as the only official English International Criminal Court moot court competition in the world. 
In this moot, participants prepare and argue a case based on international criminal law before the (simulated) ICC. The competition gives a wide scope of advocacy in international criminal law in allowing students not only to take on the role of prosecutor or defense counsel, but also that of victims' counsel. The competition gives unique opportunity to become familiar with world-famous institutions in The Hague such as the ICC, the ICTY, the OPCW, the International Court of Justice and the Peace Palace Library.

The problem will be released in fall 2014. Each team submits three memorials, from the point of view of the Prosecution, the Defense and the Victims’ Advocates. In the preliminary stage each team competes in three rounds. The 6 top teams are chosen for the semi-final round. Two sets of three teams then face-off against each other. The winners will compete in the finals. The Competition will take place in April 2015 in The Hague, Netherlands.
