Course description: The course provides overview of the major methods of social research: survey and
quantitative content analysis, on the one hand, and in-depth interviews and focus groups, on the other hand. It
is designed to serve as a basis for further, comprehensive courses devoted to specific research methods, and help
the students to design their own research project.
