The Institute’s Goal

1. Organizing the study program in the field of the History of Georgian Literature and Folklore
for the students of the faculty of humanities, Thilisi State University. Arrangement of the basic
educational programs for the major parts of the History of Georgian Literature (old, new and the
latest)and a complete programs of Folklore as well as the study process for the students of
Georgian philology on the level of Bachelor’s and Master’s degree.
Arrangement of the educational courses and an organization of the learning process for the
students of Ph.D and Master’s Degree, primarily for those of faculty of humanities as well as for
others in case of interest.
2. Planning and operating scholarly activities for students in the field of the History of Georgian
Literature and Folklore as well as a guidance of scholarly presentations of the students and
organizing sessions and conferences.

3. Arrangement annual International Summer School in Kartvelian/Georgian Studies

designed to train foreigners as well as Georgian students. Annual Winter School in Kartvelian
Studies will hold for the University students and high schools.

Directions of scientific research:

1. Scholarly conferences and Symposiums of local as well as international importance are
regularly held with the participation of the staff of the Institute and those of various Georgian
educational and scholarly Institutions as well as the representatives of foreign educational centers
of humanities. In particular, International symposiums in /Kartvelian/Georgian Studies, annul
scholarly session in the honor of K. Kekelidze; thematic scholarly sessions dedicated to the
famous Georgian writers and Jubilees of prominent scholars.
2. On the basis of the Institute twice a year, an electronic as well as a printed version of the
international, bilingual (Georgian-English) journal ‘The Kartvelologist™ is released.
The staff of the Institute regularly releases a journal “The Literary Studies”.

3. Professors of the Institute perform the scholarly projects of international importance the

outcome of which is released not only in Georgia but also abroad.
