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Institute of General and Comparative Literary Studies

Institute is oriented to teach the Literature as a cultural phenomenon, using
contemporary philological methods and methodologies. The basic directions of teaching are
the following: the issues of literary theory and poetics, comparative literature, the structure
of the fictional text, literary schools and trends, literary genres, issues of style and stylistics.
Professors aim to extend the students’ knowledge in direction of general literary principles
and include Georgian literature as a model in this process. Taking into consideration the
different level of education and different level of students’ knowledge, Institute offers the
following teaching scheme: on the bachelor level - introductory courses and wide specter of
optional courses; on the master level — the deepening of already gained knowledge to some
particular directions and implementation of a completely new knowledge; on the doctoral
level — accentuation of general approaches and research tracks, important for the wide circle
of humanitarian studies.The aim of the institute is to develop a new generation, which will
be adapted to contemporary standards of the world philology.Institute is opened for

academic staff and students’ exchange programs.

Institute is oriented to study the Literature as a cultural phenomenon, using
contemporary philological methods and methodologies. One of the main trends of the
research are Comparative studies — the analyses of literary text within the wide cultural
scope, including in it the Georgian literature as a valuable literary model. During the last ten
years, professors representing the Institute have published up to 30 books, textbooks and
monographs, which are useful throughout the teaching process.

involved in the research plans of the Institute within their competence.
