The aim of the institute is the formation of a modern, young artist and, no less important, a
significant rapprochement with the fine arts, familiarization with the basics of artistic thinking of
students of other specialties of the university. For this, at all levels of training, in determining the
methodology for its practical and theoretical segments, it is necessary to adapt the traditional
academic methods to contemporary artistic realities. It requires the constant participation of both
academic staff and students in various activities of a creative and artistic nature, determined both
by the framework of the training program and outside of it.

The appointment of the educational and scientific institute of visual art determines the nature of
the goals and tasks it faces, the specificity of which lies in the interactive connection between
the process of artistic learning and research activities. This is based on the synthesis of
practical art experience with aesthetic, artistic and theoretical knowledge, accumulated in the



field of fine arts and in the field of film and television art. The above includes - comprehension
of the theoretical knowledge available in art and in its teaching, as well as a practical, empirical
approach to the former and the current educational process and is based on the comparison and
balancing of the three fundamental, academic segments - the direct practice of the learning
process, the creative and artistic practice and the results of theoretical research. Practical
training in art is closely integrated with the theoretical-critical comprehension and study of art.
This problem is profound and multifaceted, since, it aims to analyze the basic principles of
specific, artistic educational disciplines in their relation to a complex of specific figurative
aspects of related disciplines; as well as an expanded comparison of the historically
accumulated experience in the field of visual art in general, and the corresponding, pedagogical
experience available in various, higher educational institutions of the world with experience
accumulated in TSU.
