AFTER THE REFORM

In May 2005, Georgia joined the Bologna process and the transformation of the Georgian
educational space began. Major novelties were introduced in Tbilisi State University. In 2006,
the University successfully passed the institutional accreditation for the period 2007-2012. At

the moment, preparations for the program accreditation are under way.
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Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University allows to receive academic higher education on the ba-
sis of one-tier, two-tier or three-tier teaching system. The forms of the three-tier academic higher
education involve: Bachelor’s, Master’s and Doctoral degree programs. As for the one-tier education,
the University has a Graduate Specialist program (professional higher education program) and Graduate
Medical program. Presently, over 60 Bachelor’s, 100 Master’s and 40 Doctoral programs with an entirely
new, modern structure are functioning.

Upon the Bologna process requirements, the structure of the educational programs has changed. It
has become more flexible, orientated towards learning results, towards expertise in particular fields as

well as towards practical and general skills. Along with compulsory subjects, programs offer students a
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wide variety of optional subjects to choose
from, either within one Bachelor’s program
or from the others. Young people are given
an opportunity to master the so-called main
and supplementary Bachelor specialities si-
multaneously.

ECTS (European Credit Transfer and
Accumulation System) credits have been
introduced, which facilitates the mobility of

both Georgian and foreign students. Cours-

es attended at any licensed educational in-
stitution of the world may be recognised by
our University and vice versa.

A more sophisticated 100-point system for the assessment of students” knowledge has been intro-
duced.

New specialities have been established: Primary Education, Social Worker, European Studies, Elec-
tric and Electronic Engineering, Applied Biology, Occupational Therapy, Ethnology and others.

The administrative and academic registration of the students is conducted via on-line system.

In accordance with the new statute, the University management bodies are - the Academic Council,
the Representative Council, Rector, Head of Administration (Chancellor) and the Quality Assurance Ser-
vice. The faculty management bodies are — the Faculty Council, the Dean, the Faculty Quality Assurance
Service.

The function of the Academic Council lies in the elaboration of the University strategic plan and its
approval; the approval of educational and scientific-research programs introduced by the faculties, the
election of the Chairman of the Professors’ Board — the Rector.

The functions of the Representative Council envisage the approval of: the University structure and
budget, the Head of Administration nominee and the annual report.

The Rector is the supreme academic authoriy of the University elected by the Academic Council for
a four-year term. The Rector is the Chairman of the Academic Council and represents the University in the
academic and scientific spheres within or outside the country.

Thilisi State University is now on the verge of novelties. Established traditions and challenges of the

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FACULTIES

In 1918, there was only one faculty
in the University, with 369 students and
89 free listeners. With time the number
of faculties and educational-scientific
structures grew rapidly. Quite a number
of higher schools was formed on the basis
of the first Georgian University. After the
2005 reform, 22 faculties were reorganised

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Facurry or EcoNnomics AND BUSINESS

In 1931, on the basis of the Faculty of Social Economy, the Faculty of Eco-
nomics developed into an independent structure. Considering the innovations and
the experience accumulated in this field over the decades, the present-day faculty
of Economics and Business provides preparation of competitive specialists.

Undergraduate students choose one of the two main directions: Economics or
Business Administration.

Every year distinguished students enter the program for gifted learners (the
so-called ‘Honors Program’). The composition of these groups is changeable and
depends on the current ratings.

Second-year graduate students choose a module from Economics direction
— Macroeconomics, Economic Policy, Economic Diplomacy, International Eco-
nomic Relations, Econometrics and Statistics; and from Business Administration
direction — Accounting, International Business, Finance and Banking, Tourism and
Hospitality Management, Marketing.

The Faculty of Economics and Business runs the Graduate program, Inter-
national School of Economics Thbilisi (ISET), in English (students will receive a
Master of Science (MSc) degree in Economics).

The faculty also offers the following PhD programs: Economics, International
Economics, Business Administration.

The faculty publishes a scientific journal ‘Economics and Business’. A library
with a newly redecorated and well-equipped reading hall is available to the stu-
dents and academic staff.

One more thing that distinguishes the faculty - traditionally it has first-year
students possessing the highest ratings in Georgia.
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Facurry oF EXAcCT AND NATURAL SCIENCES

The history of the faculty starts from 1919, when the Faculty of Mathemat-
ics and Natural Sciences was separated from the Faculty of Philosophy.

At present the Faculty of Exact and Natural Sciences comprises the follow-
ing departments: Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, Geography, Computer Sci-
ence, Biology, Geology, Electrical and Electronic Engineering. By now, thirteen
Bachelor, nineteen Master and twenty-nine Doctoral programs are functioning
at the faculty, some of which were developed following the recommendations
of foreign experts, while in the implementation of the others foreign professors
participate personally. After the completion of the Bachelor program ‘Computer
Science — French-Georgian’, students are awarded diplomas of TSU and the
university of Versailles Saint-Quentin-en-Yvelines; several Doctoral programs
are joint and are being conducted within the frame of cooperation with foreign
universities. Now the faculty has 33 study-scientific labs, 18 scientific-research
institutes and 2 study centres. The work conducted in thirty-nine scientific direc-
tions comprises a broad spectrum of research activities.

The faculty scholarly staff prepares textbooks and monographs. Electronic
versions of renovated lecture courses are available to the students via the inter-
net.

The faculty students regularly take part in international olimpiads and con-
tests in mathematics and informatics. The students of all the three tiers of the fac-
ulty are involved in scientific-research work, participate in exchange programs in
different foreign universities and research centres.

The infrastructure of the faculty is improving year after year. With the sup-
port of university, national and international funds, it has become possible to
purchase major tools and technologies. Computer classes and labs have been

equipped with modern facilities.
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FacurLry or Law

With the foundation of Tbilisi State University, an authoritative
school of Georgian jurisprudence was established. The TSU Faculty of
Law for a long time was the only centre in Georgia providing education
in this field.

Currently several undergraduate, graduate and doctoral academic
programs in Law, as well as in International Law, are being carried out.

Legal clinics play a particular role in the academic process. Their
number has grown tenfold over the last two years. Certification programs
and summer schools have been created. Since 2009, have been estab-
lished new scientific-research institutes of: Criminalistics and Criminol-
ogy, Criminal Process, Old Georgian Law, Roman Law and Legal His-
tory, Comparative and National Constitutional Law, Alternative Methods
of Conflict Resolution and Notary law.

Since 2008, the faculty has been financing the publication of the
trilingual scientific journal - “‘Journal of International Law’, and since
2009 — of the “Journal of Law’.

Over the last two years, the faculty staff have prepared nine text-
books and ten monographs.

Young academic staff are awarded scholarships to carry out thesis
research in the leading higher education and scientific-research insti-
tutions. Joint Master’s programs with the universities of Cologne and
Speyer are being successfully accomplished.

The foundation promoting talented students, which sponsors stu-
dents’ business trips abroad, is of particular importance.

The Faculty of Law 1s a member of the European Law Faculties
Association (ELFA) and the International Association of Law Schools
(TALS).

Facurry oF MEDICINE

The medical branch at the University originates from October 1918
when the faculty of Mathematics-Natural Sciences and Medicine was
opened. Since May 1919, the Medical Faculty continued to exist as an inde-
pendent unit until 1930, when Tbilisi State Medical Institute was founded on
the basis of Thbilisi State University Medical Faculty.

In 1995, higher medical education was restored at Ivane Javakhishvili
Thilisi State University, first at the faculty of Biology and Medicine as Medi-
cal speciality, and in 2000 as an independent faculty.

Currently the faculty is running one-tier academic programs for diplo-
mied physicians and dentists. Since 2006, within the framework of TEMPUS
project, has been operating a new Bachelor program in occupational therapy
in full accordance with the Bologna Process and Tuning methodology.

In clinical and theoretical departments of the faculty teaching process
1s conducted in the leading medical institutions. Distinguished students re-
ceive professional training in Germany, in Leipzig and Dresden University
academic study clinics.

The faculty is running alternative to residency post-diploma academic
programs, as well as Master’s (Public Health, Epidemiology and Biostatis-
tics) and Doctoral programs.

In the last few years, numerous scientific conferences (among them in-
ternational) dedicated to actual problems of medicine were organized by the
faculty.

The faculty academic staff published scientific works in high rating
(high impact) scholarly journals; textbooks, monographs and translations
were issued as well.

The faculty academic staff permanently participates in national and in-

ternational scientific grant projects.
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FAcurLTy oF SociAL AND POLITICAL SCIENCES

In 2005, two formerly existing faculties, Faculty of Journalism and Faculty of Psy-

chology (as well as the chairs of Sociology, International Relations, Political Sciences,
Social Economy and Political Geography) were merged.

At present the Faculty of Social and Political Sciences has the following directions:
Political Sciences, Psychology, Sociology, International Relations, Social Geography
and Journalism.

On the basis of Social Sciences Centre, within the framework of the current OSI
HESP grant ‘Developing Graduate Programs in Social Sciences’, two interdisciplinary
Master’s programs — South Caucasia in the Transition Period (in English) and Gender (in
collaboration with Rutgers University) are currently functioning at the faculty. Master’s
courses in different disciplines are already assessed by our foreign colleagues and are

ready for program accreditation.
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Facurry oF HUMANITIES

The Faculty of Humanities is a successor of the Faculty of Philosophy which initi-
ated the university education and science in Georgia since 1918.

The Faculty of Humanities has the following institutional structure: Institute of
the Georgian Language, Institute of Georgian Literature, Institute of Comparative and
Theoretical Linguistics and Phonetics, Institute of General and Comparative Literary
Studies, Institute of Caucasian Studies, Institute of History of Georgia, Institute of
World History, Institute of Archaeology and Ethnology, Institute of Classics, Byzan-
tine and Neo-Greek Studies, Institute of Oriental Studies, Institute of Cultural Studies,
Institute of Philosophy, Institute of Art History and Theory, Institute of Visual Arts,
Institute of Education, Institute of Western-European Languages and Literature, Insti-
tute of Russian Studies, Institute of Ukrainian Studies, Institute of American Studies,
Centre of Polish Studies and the Kartvelology School.

The faculty is a powerful centre for Kartvelology in today’s world. Its academic
staff members, together with students, regularly participate in both regional and in-
ternational conferences and seminars, which are often initiated by the faculty itself.
The most noteworthy of the international forums held over the last few years are: the
first international scientific conference ‘“The Use of Technical Means in the Process of
Learning and Teaching’; IV international conference ‘Via Egnatia: Peoples and States
— Cultural, Political and Regional Identities in the Past and Today’; international scien-
tific conference ‘Back in Wonderland’: Knut Hamsun; international linguistic confer-
ence ° The Ergative and Ergative Structure in the World Languages’ (2009); two in-
ternational conferences of archaeology students; II international congress ‘Caucasian
Civilization (History and Modernity)’ (2010).

The faculty of Humanities publishes an annual scholarly journal ‘Studies in Hu-

manities, Annual’ and a bilingual electronic journal ‘Specali’.
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INTERNATIONAL CO-OPERATION

A that time Georgia,

Soviet Union, was isolated from the
rest of the world with an iron curtain.
However, the Professors and teachers
of Thbilisi State University still man-
aged to be fully aware of the scientific

processes going on in foreign countries

and make their own contribution into

the treasury of the world science and
culture.

From the very first years of its establishment, the University leaders did their best
to support the international university community, thus trying to occupy their own place
within the common scientific-educational space.

From the sixties of XX c., the scientific contacts of Tbilisi State University with
foreign countries became particularly actual. The Department of Scientific and Cultural
Relations with Foreign Countries was set up in 1968. In 1966, for the first time in the

University history, a big group consisting of 40 students went to Czechoslovakia to take



a training course. The event heralded a new form of relations with the foreign Universities -

the exchange of student groups.

During 90 years of its existence, Tbilisi State University has signed co-operation
agreements with a great number of educational-scientific institutions of the world. In
1982-1990, 9 agreements were signed, in 1991-2000 — 24, in 2001-2005 — 28 and from
2006 up to the present - 37.

From 1998, Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University is a member of the Associa-
tion of European Universities. In recent years international co-operation has become even
more active

Joint International Masters’ programs have come into action with the leading uni-
versities of Germany, Hungary, Great Britain and the United States, which is one more
indication to the fact that Tbilisi State University has already integrated into the European

educational space.
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In 2008-2010 Thilisi State University signed the Memorandum of
Agreement with more than 30 foreign universities.
