Abstracts 
In order to be considered, an abstract should respect the following guidelines: 

• The abstract must be submited in good English. 
• Abstract titles should be brief and should reflect the content of the 

abstract. 
• Abstract should be not longer than ca. 2500 characters. The body of the text 

should be written single-spaced with no indentations. Use 12 pt Times 
Roman font with 2,5 cm side margins.  

• Abstract should be organised under the headings: title of abstract (capital 
letters, central position), the surname and the first letter of the name of the 
author (s), affiliation, introduction, material and method, results, conclusion. 
Do not include references and figures or tables into the abstract. 

• The deadline to submit an abstract is March 03, 2019. 
• All the abstract will be evaluated by International Scientific Committee.
