The international PhD Programs in International Relations and Gender Studies at Ivane Javakhishvili
Thilisi State University (TSU) are funded by the Open Society Institute Higher Education Support
Program and administered by the Center far Social Sciences at TSU.

The Center for Social Sciences (CSS) is a network institution of Higher Education Support Program of
Open Society Institute in the South Caucasus and is committed to promoting research and quality
education in social sciences (www.ucss.ge).

CSS provides full fellowships for 4 academic years of study starting from September 2010 for top
Georgian students:

5 Fellowships for International Relations and

5 Fellowships for Gender Studies

Program Overview:

The aim of international PhD programs is to facilitate preparation of new generation of scholars in
social sciences able to carry research based teaching through all cycles of University education,
generate the new knowledge production and become the members of international academic
networks advancing scholarship in areas of their specialization.

Language of instruction: English

Length of study: 4 academic years

PhD program design: Students are obliged to cover the teaching component — substantive (discipline
specific core seminars), research design seminars and academic practice (pedagogy, academic
writing/journal article, grant proposal and academic program administration) — that will take
minimum three semesters and dissertation (five semesters).

Visiting professors and academic supervisors for PhD programs in each discipline:

- Professor Neil MacFarlane, Head of Department of International Relations and Politics,
Saint Anne’s collage, Oxford University - field of study International Relations;

- Professor Joanna Regulska, Department of Women's and Gender Studies, and Geography,
Dean of International Programs, Rutgers University - field of study Gender Studies.

The benchmarks of PhD progress and feedback systems are provisionally set at three stages: the first
stage - at the end of the first academic term, students submit their research proposal for evaluation;
the second stage is completed at the end of the training process, after three terms, when students
submit the conceptual part of the paper and the first substantive chapter. (These chapters will be
assessed by external examiners.) The third stage is the submission of the complete thesis, followed by
a defense, again including external examiners.

Entry Requirements:
- Master’s degree in Social Sciences for IR PhD program, MA degree in IR is preferable
- Master’s degree in any academic area for Gender Studies PhD program; Master’s degree
in Gender Studies is preferable
- English language proficiency — B2 level - demonstrated either by taking the corresponding
examination at TSU language Center or submitting standardized English Language test
scores (TOEFL IBT 82 or equivalent on IELTS 6.2, Cambridge, etc.)

Application procedure and selection:
- Submission of application form
- English language examination (requirement B2 level)
- Interview of semi-finalists

All registered applicants have to pass Research Methods Training Module consisted of following courses:
Philosophy of Social Sciences, Introduction to Applied Statistics and Social Research Methods. Candidates who
have already completed equivalent coursework at the MA level may request exemption from this requirement. If
they wish to request exemption, they must provide the syllabi for the courses they have taken and also the marks
received to the Admissions Commission and to the DTU officer.

* Components of doctoral applications:

1. Statement of purpose:
Here applicants should describe their academic and professional background, discusses their career objectives,
and explains why they wish to enroll in this degree. They should also mention their proposed area of research.

2. Sample of written work:
Here the candidate should provide a sample of up to ten pages (in English). Topics should relate to
international relations/gender studies or to another of the social sciences.

3. A one page discussion of a book that applicant has read recently in the field of international
relations/gender studies or in a related field. This should state what the book was about, what they learned
from it, and why they liked (or disliked) it.



Application deadlines and dates of examination:

- Registration of applications for AY 2010-2011 will start from May 25.

- June 14, 17PM - deadline for application submission (both hard copy and e-version to
mmikaberidze@ucss.ge ). Deadline for Gender Studies applicants might be extended

- June 23, 10.00 AM —Test in English (for those applicants who do not have valid international
language certificate proving English language knowledge at B2 level. TOEFL IBT 82; IELTS 6.2)

- July 1 —Short listed candidates will be notified by e-mail

- July 7 - Interview with admission committee
